Minutes of the Previous Meeting (April 16, 2008):

Boor made a line item correction – The date of the meeting directly below unapproved minutes should be April 16, 2008.  Motion by Vriezelaar, seconded by Goretska to accept the minutes as corrected.  All ayes, motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report:
Treasurer’s report was emailed and also verbally communicated at the BOD meeting.  Discussion was held on Horse Fair money received and outstanding charges.  There were small corrections needed to the May 17, 2008 treasurer’s report:  Page 1 – 2007 Horse Fair needs to be changed to 2008 Horse Fair; Page 2 - $597 needs to go to the Travel for American Horse Council not State Horse Council; and Page 2 – Bohr needs to be correct to Boor.  The IHC received $964 refund from the State of Iowa for overpayment of sales tax for the past 3 years.  There were questions as to why the check registry had no amounts or payees on some checks – Telleen advised that these were blank checks that were signed and provided to Paynter at the Horse Fair for payments and those checks should be arriving soon and problem should be rectified.  Motion by Goretska, seconded by Guffey to accept the treasurer’s reported as corrected.  All ayes, motion carried. 

Old Business:
Blount advised that the American Horse Council’s Unwanted Horse Coalition is identifying and compiling a list of rescues, retirements, and retraining facilities to be published.  If you know of any names and/or contact information of organizations/businesses, let Blount know by June 3, 2008.  Paxton mentioned that she does have a list and will forward that list to Blount. 
Paynter mentioned the MO Equine Council email that was sent to the BOD in regards to the IHC’s position on horse slaughter.  A discussion was held as to who was going to respond.  Boor will respond to the email after verifying previous with meeting minutes and the legislative stances.  It was also mentioned that Illinois is trying to fight the law passed for slaughter of horses for human consumption.  Paxton advised the board that AQHA and AVMA (American Veterinary Medical Association), as well as petition signers are filing for a review of the federal law because of the increased cases of abuse.  Paxton advised that South Dakota has $1 million set aside to open a slaughter facility; however it is being put on hold until the review is completed. 

Committee Reports:
Administration:
· Website – The new IHC website is up and running, please check it out.  Boor asked a question as to wording of a bullet on the IHC Accomplishments page of the website: “Established an equine emergency fund to use in animal welfare cases” is currently listed – Should it be “Established an equine emergency fund to use for equine welfare cases?”  Board agrees to word as fund to use for equine welfare cases.

· Membership – Membership has increased, congratulations was given to Holste.

· New idea from Administrative Committee – The administration committee presented an idea of having board meetings on a quarterly basis, with the exception of the few months preceding the horse fair.  It was suggested by the administration committee to meet during the months of:  January (Annual Meeting), February, March, May, September, and November.  The bylaws and articles were reviewed by the board of directors and discussion was held.  Board of directors decided to try this meeting set up and call any special meetings when needed.  Special meeting notifications will be at least 10 days in advance and be given by mail, telephone, or email.  All special meetings must have an agenda and no other business shall be transacted at the special meeting other than what is on the agenda, unless by unanimous consent of all members present at the special meeting.

Promotions:
· Publications – The newsletter deadline is June 1, 2008.  Please submit anything you have for the newsletter to Cordray by June 1, 2008.  Cordray requested for any horse fair pictures you may have to be sent to her.  She also advised that Ellsworth Community College is submitting a summary article about their event that was held the first weekend of May. 

· Directory – Cordray has a meeting with Carol Eilers in June or July.  Eilers will let us know if she will be doing the directory again in 2009 or not. 

· Awards & Scholarships – There was nothing received from FFA this year.  It was mentioned that information needs to be sent to the FFA instructors and not just the schools.  FFA scholarship information should also be sent to breed associations and organizations.  If you have contact information for someone with a school’s FFA program, breed organization, or association, please send it to Zukowski.  Zukowski advised that there were some small problems with the Awards reception at the horse fair.  These problems included:  no main room announcement and the sign was moved back far in the hallway and was not in the main foyer.  These things will be worked on for next year.  Cordray did not get any good pictures of the award recipients posing with their awarding, so if you have any please forward them to Cordray. 
· Grants & Sponsorships – Guffey reported that we are starting to receive Thank You notes from the recipients. 

Educational Issues:
Houlding has nothing to report.  Cordray requested Houlding to submit a letter, article, or something to the newsletter about welfare or general care. 

Legislative Issues:

Paxton advised that both equine related bills did not pass due to divisions.  Paxton suspects that the legislatures rolled both equine related bills (Equine Commission and a racing bill) together and decided to do nothing on the horse issue due to divisions between various groups.  The Equine Commission Bill needed to be presented in the house and it did not happen, as house leadership did not bring it up in debate.  Paxton advised that the task force has become more effective and understands more about the legislative process now, so they are still interested in moving forward with this bill for next year.  The existing task force still plans on meeting and starting to sponsor more activities in the next year.

Ault attended the Prairie Meadows Board of Directors meeting on May 17, 2008.  The Prairie Meadow’s BOD was in agreement that horse racing is going to continue at Prairie Meadows and they are also talking about establishing a horse committee.  Paxton advised that the thoroughbreds and quarter horses are sponsoring an economic impact study to see how the racing impacts the economy throughout the state.  She also advised that they will be looking at the bump and hand affect at Prairie Meadows.  Interest fact from Paxton:  There are only 2% actively racing horses in the State of Iowa. 
Horse Fair: 
Ault mentioned that Lisa made a motion to amend the bylaws or policies about contracts sometime between October and February and it has not been updated yet.  Boor will check past meeting minutes.  Ault reported that there is one sponsorship interest for 2009 already.  There have not been any contracts for the 2009 advertised clinician received yet.  Ault requested that if anyone has ideas how we can get Sundays to be more populated or if you have any ideas of individuals who could run the barn and breeds to please let him know. 

Trails:
Crowley advised that ODVETS trail conference about trail design is being held 6/19-6/22.  Crowley would like to find someone to represent the state of Iowa and also IHC, if you are interested please let him know as he is not able to attend. 

National Trails Day is June 7, 2008.
Crowley will follow up and work with the Iowa Association of County Conversation Board in regards to the trail closings recently.  The next meeting is scheduled to be September 2008, Crowley will report back the date, location, and time.  

Paxton advised a SW Iowa trail group has raised money to open trails and is working with another group to help.  The SW Iowa trail group is trying to receive matching funds from the state and needed to know the fiscal year.  Paxton could not remember the names of the group; she will verify the information and report back to the board.  

NEW BUSINESS:

Telleen received a $25.00 check in a Wayne County Development Corporation envelope with no header on the check.  It is unknown if it is for membership or something else.  Guffey will follow up with Wayne County on this. 

Telleen received a Hy-Vee credit card and needs to know what to do with it.  The BOD decided to cut it up. 

Telleen advised that our 2007 tax returns are done.  However Mike Sherman wants us to adopt a “Conflict of Interest” policy before he files the tax returns.  Mike Sherman has provided IHC with a copy of the “Conflict of Interest” policy.  If you receive your minutes by email, please see the Conflict of Interest attachment.
