The Annual Meeting of the Iowa Horse Council was held January 13, 2008 at the Quality Inn & Suites Starlite Conference Center, Ames, Iowa.  
A welcome was given by President Bill Paynter and Rebecca Cordray, Annual Meeting Committee, followed by roundtable discussions led by Lesa Vold.  The luncheon then followed at 12:00 p.m. with a program after lunch.  The speaker was Randy Hoy of Hoy Horseshoeing, Ankeny, Iowa.  The topic was Natural Hoof Care.  A special guest, Michelle Hoy provided the group with original music, singing and piano playing.  Door prizes were drawn for throughout the day.

The business meeting was called to order by President Bill Paynter at 2:00 p.m.

Secretary Dora Guffey read the 2007 Annual Meeting minutes.  No additions or corrections were noted.  Motion by Jessica Boor to accept the minutes as read, seconded by Mike Foster.  All ayes, motion carried.

Treasurer Lynette Telleen reviewed the treasurer’s report, which was included in the informational packet.  The 2007 total revenue was $98,640 with total expenses of $94,345 for a net increase in assets of $4,296.  Motion by Mike Foster to approve the treasurer’s report as submitted, seconded by Jessica Boor.  All ayes, motion carried.

Old Business: 

*  Committee reports were presented in writing in the Annual Meeting Committee Report and Information Packet presented to everyone.  If there are any questions regarding any of the committee reports in the packet, please see the committee chair as listed. 

New Business: 
*  2008 Directory – Amy Warther addressed the group.  She explained that the information regarding the 2008 Iowa Horse Industry Directory is in the informational packet provided.  There has been a good response so far.  It was noted that these are free listings for a business/product/service.  We do want club listings too.  The plan is to give the directories away at the 2008 Iowa Horse Fair.

*  Equisure Equine Liability Insurance – This topic was brought up for discussion to get membership input on the subject.  The Equisure representative was unable to be present at the meeting.  Marilyn Bender, an insurance agent, explained some of the related items with the policy.  The policy would be for $1 Million liability insurance, which would be above your personal liability coverage.  Businesses would not be covered.  The company would want a monthly statement of your membership, and the cost is $19.00 per year for either an individual or family membership.  Discussion held that most professionals and businesses already have this type of insurance, so they would have to pay the $19.00 and then opt out of the coverage, and ask for their money back.  This would be the same situation if an individual wanted to opt out.  The IHC does currently have insurance coverage for IHC activities, but this is personal liability coverage.  The IHC board will try to arrange to have an Equisure representative at the February board meeting to discuss further. 

*  Lesa Vold, the IHC Breed/Association Liaison addressed the group.  She explained that there are two list serves now available.  One is the IHC E-News Update List and the other is the IHC Membership List.  Discussion held regarding reproduction of items on the list serve.  These things are considered education and outreach.  The disclaimer in the IHC newsletter reads:  Items may be republished in other nonprofit group newsletters (except copyrighted items) provided credit is given to the author and this publication.  Motion by Lesa Vold, seconded by Carolyn Hasbrook to follow the same format of disclaimer used in the Iowa Horse Council newsletter and that items posted on the E-News List Serve are able to be reproduced by a for profit or nonprofit group or business.  All ayes, motion carried.           
*  Jill Paxton with the Iowa Department of Agriculture addressed the group.  Discussion was held regarding support of the Iowa Equine Promotional Commission.  Sample letters were provided for those present to sign and submit to their State Senator or Representative.  Discussion held if the copy of the proposed bill on the back of the form was the current bill, or is the bill in the process of being re-written.  Discussion also held on the make-up of who would sit on the commission, and is there a seat for an IHC representative.  Telleen suggested that someone come to the March IHC board meeting to discuss the topic further.  Further discussion held.  It was mentioned that March may be too late, as the legislative session starts tomorrow, and they usually are done in April, so support of the bill would need to come soon.  The bill would be for the formation of the commission and it is not requesting any funding component at this point in time.
